Representing BESTIA are director Hugo Covarrubias and executive producer Tevo Díaz. Director Anton Dyakov of Melnitsa Animation Studio joins the panel with BOXBALLET, while directors Mikey Please and Daniel Ojari represent Netflix’s and Aardman Animation’s ROBIN ROBIN. Also participating are director Alberto Mielgo and producer/CG supervisor Leo Sánchez from Pinkman.tv’s and Leo Sánchez Studio’s THE WINDSHIELD WIPER. The moderator is Ramin Zahed, editor-in-chief of Animation Magazine.
AFFAIRS OF THE ART reveals the secret life of working-class heroine Beryl, including her family’s eccentric obsessions and her own overwhelming ambition to become a world-renowned artist.

Based on true events, BESTIA explores the life of a secret police agent during the military dictatorship in Chile. Her fears and her frustrations reveal a grim fracture not only of her mind, but also her country.
In BOXBALLET, delicate ballerina Olya meets Evgeny, a rough-and-ready boxer. With their very different lives and world views, will they be brave enough to embrace their feelings for each other
ROBIN ROBIN is a stop-motion animated musical in which a young robin is adopted and raised by a family of mouse burglars. Growing up, she plans a spectacular heist to prove her worth, only to find herself on an uplifting journey of self-discovery.

THE WINDSHIELD WIPER invites answers to the perennial question: “What is love?” Built around a series of vignettes, the film shows lovers of all ages meeting, parting and struggling to connect.
“The Oscar nominees for Best Animated Short represent a true explosion of creativity,” says Conference Director Dr. Maria Elena Gutierrez. “Animated short films have the power to push the boundaries of art to deliver something that is new, exciting and beautiful. The Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences presented its first Oscar for an animated short film to Walt Disney for the Silly Symphonies cartoon FLOWERS AND TREE, at the 5th Academy Awards ceremony in 1932. The category at the time was known as ‘Short Subjects, Cartoons.’ Disney triumphed every year through the rest of that decade, before Fred Quimby joined the ranks of winners in 1940 with MGM’s THE MILKY WAY. Recent winners include BAO, HAIR LOVE and IF ANYTHING HAPPENS I LOVE YOU. 

An international community of over 10,000 artists, filmmakers and executives, the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences was founded in 1927, with Douglas Fairbanks as its first president. The 94th Oscars is scheduled to take place on Sunday, March 27, 2022, at the Dolby Theatre at Hollywood & Highland in Hollywood. The ceremony will be televised live on ABC and worldwide in over 200 territories.

Joanna Quinn

Joanna Quinn is a British animator whose first film “Girls Night Out” was a celebration of uninhibited female sexuality that won three major awards at Annecy. There followed three more films about Beryl, the film’s heroine: “Body Beautiful,” “Dreams and Desires: Family Ties,” and “Affairs of the Art.” The politics of gender and oppression, along with Quinn’s fascination with exploring the eccentricities of the female body, remain the central themes of her work with writing and producing partner Les Mills. Her films have won BAFTAs and Emmys and received two Oscar nominations. A committed educator, Joanna lectures at major colleges and universities around the world.

Les Mills

Les Mills studied at Cardiff University, Goldsmiths, University of London, and Rutgers University in the US, where he completed a master’s degree in fine art and art history. He has taught art, design, filmmaking and animation, and became course director in Film and Animation Production at the Film School of the University of Wales, Newport. In 2002, he left teaching to focus on Beryl Productions International, founded with Joanna Quinn in 1987. Having collaborated with Quinn on “Girls Night Out,” Mills wrote and produced the next three Beryl films, which have won 45 international awards and received a BAFTA nomination. Les also produced “Wife of Bath,” an animated adaptation of one of Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales, which won a BAFTA and three Emmys and was nominated for an Oscar.
Hugo Covarrubias
Stop-motion director and animator Hugo Covarrubias is the founder of the Maleza theater company, pioneers in mixing theater with animation, where he co-directs the plays “Maleza” and “Un Poco Invisible”. He is also the director of the short films “El Almohadón de Plumas” and “La Noche Boca Arriba”. With Zumbástico Studios, Covarrubias has directed the series “El Ogro y el Pollo”, “Horacio y los Plasticines” and is co-creator and director of the series “Puerto Papel”.
Tevo Díaz
Between 1998 and 2010 Tevo Díaz lived in the USA where he obtained vast experience in lighting, photography and camera, working in studio films and independent cinema. In 2000 he directed the documentary “Señales de Ruta”. In 2010 he returned to Chile to found the company Trébol 3, producing documentaries and TV series. Díaz directed the documentary feature film “Pena de Muerte,” the documentary series “Naufragios” (CNTV award) and the series “Confines Carcelarios” (CNTV award), and produced the 8-episode documentary series “Ancestros Extraordinario” (CNTV award). In May 2021 he premiered at the Annecy France Film Festival the stop-motion animated short film “Bestia”, produced by Trébol 3 and directed by Hugo Covarrubias.
Anton Dyakov

Born in Kazakhstan in 1980, animator and filmmaker Anton Dyakov directed the short animated films “Bach,” “Kostya,” “Python and Guard” and “Vivat Musketeers!” screened at festivals around the world. In 2021 he received a National Animation Award for his short animated film “Boxballet,” produced by Melnitsa Animation Studio.

Dan Ojari

A graduate of Wimbledon College of Art, Dan Ojari began his career as a freelance animator, set designer and model maker, before studying for an MA in Animation at the Royal College of Art. His graduation short “Slow Derek” screened internationally at over 40 film festivals and won the Grand Prix at Animated Encounters and Animayo. In 2014, Ojari co-founded Parabella Studios with Mikey Please, producing shorts, idents and commercials. In 2019, Dan and Mikey joined Aardman to co-write and direct “Robin Robin.”
Mikey Please

After graduating from Wimbledon College of Art with a degree in Technical Arts, Mikey Please directed music videos, before studying for an MA at the Royal College of Art. His 2010 graduation short, “The Eagleman Stag,” won over 20 awards including a BAFTA for Best Animated Short, and was shortlisted for an Academy Award. In 2014, Please co-founded Parabella Studios with Dan Ojari, producing shorts, idents and commercials, and later joined Cartoon Network as episode director on “Elliott From Earth.” In 2019, Mikey and Dan joined Aardman to co-write and direct “Robin Robin.”
Alberto Mielgo

Alberto Mielgo is a pioneer of digital art and a three-time Emmy Award®-winning creator and artist. His most notable early projects involved his collaboration with the virtual pop band Gorillaz, and intro cinematics for “The Beatles: Rock Band,” and Disney’s “Tron: Uprising,” the latter for which he won an Emmy Award and Annie Award. As visual consultant he designed the iconic look of Sony Pictures Animation’s Oscar-winning “Spider-Man: Into The Spider-Verse.”. For the Netflix animated anthology series “Love, Death + Robots,” Mielgo wrote, directed, and designed “The Witness” which won three Emmys and an Annie Award. His Oscar-nominated animated short, “The Windshield Wiper,” made its world premiere at the 2021 Cannes Film Festival’s Director’s Fortnight.

Leo Sánchez

Leo Sánchez joined Walt Disney Feature Animation in 2006 as a senior modeler, where he contributed to the development of characters for films including “Glago’s Guest,” “Tangled,” “Bolt” and the VES Award-winning holiday special “Prep and Landing.” He later joined DreamWorks Animation as a CG character designer, where he worked on “How to Train Your Dragon 2.” In 2012 he founded a specialist character development studio Leo Sánchez Studio, working on DreamWorks Animation’s features including “How to Train Your Dragon: The Hidden World,” “The Croods: A New Age,” and the “Dinotrux” and “Trollhunters” series, as well as Netflix Animation’s Oscar-nominated “Over the Moon.” In 2015, Sánchez partnered with Alberto Mielgo over seven years to produce the Oscar-nominated animated short, “The Windshield Wiper.”
