Another major artist attending VIEWFest 2022 is Rob Minkoff, director of Paramount’s and Nickelodeon’s animated feature “Paws of Fury: The Legend of Hank”, an exhilarating animalesque parody with martial arts. Also from the world of animated blockbusters comes Matt Baer, visual effects supervisor of “The Bad Guys”, a DreamWorks feature directed by Pierre Perifel, who takes part in a screening of the movie and discusses the secrets behind its production. Another unmissable event is a screening of the Academy Award©-winning animated film “Spider-Man: Into the Spider-Verse” in the presence of its Oscar©-winning director Peter Ramsey, who is ready to answer questions from the audience.
The VIEWFest 2022 screening program includes “Where is Anne Frank,” the latest movie from Israel’s Ari Folman, director of the Oscar-nominated “Waltz with Bashir” – a clear and necessary reminder of past atrocities still relevant in the present day as dangerous winds of prejudice and intolerance start blowing again in Europe. Audiences will enjoy Pixar’s smart and funny “Turning Red”, directed by Domee Shi, who is attending VIEW Conference to talk about its secrets. Also attending is Irish filmmaker Nora Twomey, co-founder of Cartoon Saloon and director of Netflix’s “My Father’s Dragon,” another of the  animated films screening at VIEWFest. Finally, VIEWFest is proud to welcome Tonko House executive producer Kane Lee, who presents the international premiere of Netflix’s new animated event series “ONI: Thunder’s God Tale,” directed by Daisuke ‘Dice’ Tsutsumi.
